1. Recommendations Update
a. Carbon Credit fund already supported by iSEE (https://sustainability.illinois.edu/campus-sustainability/positive-steps-to-offsetting-your-carbon-footprint/)
b. Faculty typically book independently but may have to fill out a form to confirm travel within department. 
c. Graduate Students will typically book through their department.
d. Possible Recommendation: Improve system to expand outreach of carbon offset program already provided.
e. Possible Recommendation: Push two layers, one of information and understanding and the second implementation of tax/incentive.
i. Two-part recommendation.
ii. Allow people to understand possible personal contributions to carbon offsetting.
iii. Understand what penalties or incentives would be the most effective.
1. Not necessarily financial incentives. 
iv. First step: Surveys to understand long-distance travel
v. Second Step: Incentivization plan

b. Increasing connectivity
i. Autonomous Shuttles: N/S (Mathews to Pennsylvania) and W/E (1st to Peabody)
ii. Bus Routes: Stronger N/S and W/E connection
1. Research Park/facilities need stronger route systems
a. Bus transit every 30’
2. Route recommendations would have to go through MTD
a. SWATeam may not be able to recommend route changes directly
3. Possible recommendation: Establish point of contact or possible member addition.
iii. Pedestrian Routes:
1. Designation of campus entry areas (Illinois St./South campus) to promote walking.
2. Areas of Safety Concern:
a. Improve crossings.
b. Feasibility studies required.
iv. Bike routes: Already mostly covered by SWATeam.
1. Desire for more W/E routes
a. Safety concerns on Lincoln (bike-vehicle crashes), South campus (although iDOT controls some roads)
