1. Sebastian presented for sustainability celebration, Oct. 23rd
1. Good reception, helpful to hear encouraging progress made by so many groups
EV Update
1. The EV Survey has not been set out yet; meant to uncover EV use on campus and how to best address needs they have
1. Uses ArcGIS survey, takes 15 minutes, target is 100-200 participants
1. Allows participants to map where they use EV infrastructure, giving data to analyze spatial distribution and frequency of charging
1. The survey is going through IRB Process now and has a planned release in January
1. Charge point dashboard helpful for checking usage of EV stations

Student Research for the upcoming year
1. Sebastian: researching commuter programs.
1. Pun: interested in EV infrastructure.
1. Mitchell: continuing previous research on bike shelters. 
1. Charles: Micromobility – Sarthak and Charles will be meeting later this week to discuss research into Micromobility (charging infrastructure, safety concerns, education, enforcing proper usage of pathways/infrastructure). Will present later this semester on the campuses he has surveyed and how they prioritize micromobility.
Campus Bike Plan Update
1. Finished public input! Revising and adjusting based on input, then sent out for approval in December.

1. Provost reached out due to an electric scooter incident on main quad
1. We will be asking students to refrain from riding their electric micromobility devices on the main quad… How do we educate students on this and enforce this?
1. Biking – students should be using bike lanes or walking their bikes on the main quad. How do we educate?
1. Compulsory training on biking, electric scooters. 
1. Signage on quads?
21. Positive signage – how can we encourage students to walk instead of discouraging them from riding? “take a walk, smell the roses… please walk electric mobility devices while on the quad”
